In ductless installations air is vented back into the kitchen through an opening in the range
hood. This method is suitable for a lighter style of cooking.

Ductless installations require the use of carbon filters (purchased separately) to help
remove odors. These filters should be replaced at regular intervals as recommended by
your local retailer or dealer.

Note: The carbon filter is not dishwasher safe. Do not wash carbon filters

When the hood is installed as ductless/ recirculating install charcoal filters.

Replacement carbon filters purchased separately.

Carbon filter for all recirculating installations

Active carbon filters are disposable items designed to remove grease and odors from cooking
vapors before the air is channeled back into the kitchen. The active carbon filters must be replaced
around every 3 months, depending on how often the hood is used, to work properly.

Note:
Fully saturated carbon filters can become a barrier to air movement, impeding the
rangehood’s performance.
In the event of a cooking fire, fully grease laden filters could ignite and therefore
regular replacement is strongly recommended.

To replace carbon filters (B) proceed as follows:
1.Remove aluminum filter (A).
2.To remove carbon filter undo (B).
3.To install follow above steps in reverse order.

The range hood should be mounted at a minimum distance
of 24” from an electric or induction cooktop, and a
minimum distance of 30” above a gas cooktop for safety
and optimum performance
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Warning!

When cutting or drilling into walls or cabinets be careful not
to cut existing electrical wiring.

1. Recessed cabinet bottom: Install wood strips on each side
of the recessed area on the bottom of the cabinet where
the rangehood will be mounted. Align the wood strips with
the 4 keyhole slots on the top of the rangehood. Fasten the
wood strips with wood screws about 3” in from each end.
Note: the wood strips thickness should be slightly more than
the recessed dimension. Cut the length to size.

2. Measure and mark the electrical wiring opening on the
wall or cabinet. For vented hoods mark and measure the
duct opening on the wall or cabinet

Filter
For highest efficiency, the metal filter should be removed and

cleaned once a month.

Soak the filter in hot water with a mild soap or detergent. Rinse
thoroughly and repeat if necessary. The filter is also dishwasher
safe. Heavy grease buildup may not be cleaned easily, therefore
the filter may need to be replaced.

Exterior surface

Do NOT use abrasive materials such as steel wool pads or

Trouble Shooting

When any problems occur, unplug the hood from the
electrical outlet and contact Euro-Parts or an authorized
servicer in order to avoid an accident.

Fan does not turn on (but light turns on).

This is probably due to either a defective fan switch or a
burned-out fan motor. Both can be replaced without
removing the range hood from the wall or cabinet. Use an
OHM meter to determine which component is not working. If
the OHM meter reads that the fan switch has 0 x OHM of
resistance, then it is the motor that needs to be replaced. If it
reads anything other than zero, then the switch must be
replaced.

Please contact Euro-Parts or an authorized servicer to fix this
problem.



Light does not turn on (but fan turns on).

This could be because the bulb has burned out. Try replacing
the light bulb. If the light still does not work, either the light
switch or the lamp-holder socket could be defective. Both can
be replaced without having to remove the range from the wall

or cabinet.

Rangehood does not turn on.
Check for a tripped circuit breaker or a blown fuse.

Front Handle Replacement

The front stainless steel (SS) handle can be removed and replaced with
your own handle as follows.

1. Unscrew the 8 screws holding the SS handle in place as picture 1.
2. Bore 2 holesin each underside of the handle as shown.
This will stop your handle hitting the switches.
3. Place your handle onto the frame and screw into place. Ensure the
order of tightening the screws is as per picture 2.

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Adjusting bracket usage

If thereis a gap between the back of the hood and the wall after the hood
isinstalled, it can be covered at the rear with the adjusting bracket.

There are 2 sides to the bracket, the short side accommodates a 12" depth
cabinetand the long side accommodates a 15" depth cabinet.
Install the bracket on the hood with two ST4*8 screws.

Note: If the bracket covers the filter a little or leaves a small gap in the
rear, it can be adjusted to the perfect position by using the slotted
mounting holes.
